This lecture introduces students to the geographical location of the United Kingdom. The UK is

situated on the British Isles in north-western Europe and consists of four countries: England,

Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. Students learn about the main geographical features of the



country, including mountains, rivers, climate and natural resources. The influence of geographical
position on the development of trade, culture and political relations is also discussed.

Lecture 2. Historical Development of Great Britain

This lecture focuses on the main stages of British history. Students study important historical periods
such as Roman Britain, the Anglo-Saxon period, the Norman Conquest, the formation of the British
Empire and modern Britain.
